Text: 1 Corinthians 15:9-10, 14, 17, 20, 32

“For | am the least of the apostles, unworthy to be called an
apostle, because | persecuted the church of God. "°But by the
grace of God | am what | am, and his grace toward me was
not in vain. On the contrary, | worked harder than any of
them, though it was not I, but the grace of God that is with
me...

Paul chose obedience to the things of the Lord, which
involved hardship (Acts 9:16).

The source of this radical and full-orbed obedience is
found in 1 Corinthians 15:20, where the Scripture teaches
that because Christ was raised, then those who believe

in him will be raised with him. Therefore, suffering,
obedience, and living out the Christian faith is never in
vain (1 Corinthians 15:58).

The hope of the resurrection should radically change the
way all believers view life. This frees us from the craving
desire to “fit in” or to consume. It gives us a desire to
walk before an audience of One and to serve others.
